In a year that started with great uncertainty, we now look forward to 

working on the new Cancer Reform Strategy (see page 10) which 

highlights the important roles for Cancer Networks in implementing its 

challenging proposals. 

Finally may I wish you a Happy Christmas and a peaceful and 

prosperous New Year. 
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Palliative Care Project—West Cornwall 
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The New Opportunities Fund (Now Big Lottery) launched a 
palliative care programme for adults and children on the 19 
March 2002.  Eligibility to apply for the adults‟ programme was 
restricted to 125 named primary care trust areas including West 
of Cornwall.  The aim of the programme was to improve the 
quality of life for people with cancer and other life limiting 
conditions.  £22 million was available to extend adult palliative 
care provision in areas of need by supporting the provision of 
home based palliative care. 

 

The funding bid was successful and the Project Manager, 
Specialist Palliative Care Nurse and Project Community Nurse 
commenced in September 2003.  A Macmillan GP Facilitator 
also joined the team. 

 

Three main aims were identified: Implement the Gold Standard 
Framework (GSF), Extend reach of palliative care community 
services focusing on heart failure and Extend the reach, volume 
and quality of home based palliative care for adults. 

30 Community Nurses benefited from a 3 day placement which 
covered the Hospice, a day with a Specialist Nurse and a day in 
the District General Hospital including Palliative Care Team, 
Oncology Unit.  9 Community Hospital Nurses benefited from a 
3 week placement with 1 week spent in the same areas offered 
on the 1 day programme.  This was designed to support the 
Link Nurse role for palliative care within each Community 
Hospital to enhance their skills and knowledge. 

Various 1 day workshops have been held and attended by staff 
from health, social care and nursing homes.  Topics included 
cancer related fatigue, palliative care in heart failure, symptom 
control, complementary therapies. 

 

A rolling programme of 1 – 2 hour sessions were held on 
various sites in the West with emphasis on NICE 
recommendations for palliative care education and topics 
included Communication, psychological and spiritual issues, 
understanding bereavement. The educational programmes 
have been highly valued by staff and will fortunately continue as 
the Professional Development Department have confirmed that 
they will include palliative care education in future programmes.  

 

Education has also been delivered to General Practitioners, 
Community Hospital Doctors, Out of Hours Service and GP 
Registrars.  Topics have included spinal cord compression, 
oncology emergencies, syringe driver awareness. 

 

The Gold Standard Framework (GSF) has been implemented in 
all GP Practices in West Cornwall and a final questionnaire 
confirmed that this has made a huge difference  to patient care.  

The National Team were commissioned to implement the GSF 
in Care Homes and 14 out of 16 attended the local launch 
workshop.  Care Home staff have been consistently keen and 
enthusiastic to deliver the best possible care for patients and 
worked hard to complete the first gear of the programme.

The LCP for the dying patient has been implemented in all 
Community Hospitals, Community Nursing Teams and most 
Nursing Homes.  This was supported by initial training and 
follow up support visits by the Project Nurse.                                                                           

The project have linked in with services for other life limiting 
conditions – Multiple Sclerosis, Parkinson‟s Disease, Chronic 
Obstructive Pulmonary Disease - to enhance clinics eg 
implementing a complimentary therapy service and make 
service improvements where identified eg setting up a COPD 
rehab programme in a new area.  

Replacement syringe drivers were purchased for community 
nursing teams and community hospitals to standardise the 
model used.  They were also purchased for all Nursing Homes 
which supports the implementation of the GSF and LCP.   

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Fortunately the Project Nurse has continuation funding until 
March 2008 and the GP Facilitator until May 2008 which will 
enable them to continue with and support further the GSF and 
LCP. 

Fulfilling the aims of the project was not without its frustrations 
and difficulties but was also very rewarding.  The team are 
confident that they achieved the aims of the project to improve 
palliative care for the people of West Cornwall.

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Pathology Network Progress 

Despite a number of confounding factors the Pathology Network group continues to make progress on various  
developments and improvements. This work is driven in two ways: 

1.   Sub groups working on issues such as: 

 Send away testing- particularly examining what tests are sent out of the Peninsula, and which can be 
repatriated. A considerable amount of money can be saved by bringing back tests which are otherwise sent 
away, and we have established that we can also help with the 18 week targets because the turn around times 
for such tests are more quickly performed in the Peninsula. 

 IT – There is a very big need for an IT solution that enables the five trust pathology departments to link with 
each other. This will have many benefits, including influence on workforce, transport, turn around times and 
demand management. 

 Costings in pathology and how we might develop robust service level agreements with commissioners.  The 
Royal Devon and Exeter laboratories are a pilot site for the Lord Carter work. 

2.   Action Learning Sets: Five have been established this year to examine and discuss specific issues and to 
 produce ideas to improve the service:  Workforce; Demand management in secondary care;  Point of Care 
 Testing;  Transport and IT solutions (feeding into the sub group) 

 So far these sets are working very well towards ideas for improvement, and will present their findings at a 
 national event in January. 

The final outcomes of the work will be shared with the Network group for further dissemination across all five sites 
and we would hope to be able to gain some funding to turn those proposals into reality before too long.

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Patient Involvement 
On-line, Off-line & Up Country. 
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I am a cancer patient and Chair of the RCHT Cancer Patient & Carer Group, and a member of the Peninsula Cancer 
Network Partnership Group. We are sometimes referred to as “User Groups” but with its current connotations, most 
patients dislike the term “User” with a vengeance.   Our experience of cancer, either as patients or carers, brings us 
together to try and help shape the provision of cancer services for our local communities. Belonging to the Peninsula 
Partnership Group  gives me  an opportunity  to view cancer services from a wider perspective than just Cornwall. 

 

Active patient involvement in a rural and remote  County presents  practical   problems  not encountered in more 
urban areas.  Conferences need to take place where they can attract  most people – but even  Bristol is still over 200 
miles and 4/5 hours driving away,  a one day conference means an overnight stay and leaving one‟s family 
marooned without a car in the “bus free” wilds of Cornwall. 

 

I have just attended the inaugural event  in Birmingham  for the PCX  (Patient Citizen Exchange) which is the online 
presence of the Centre for  Patient Involvement.  I wanted to see how the Cancer Network Groups could fit into the 
new Patient & Public Involvement organisations –LINks  - Local Involvement Networks.  

 

We had an introduction about the aims of the meeting from Dr. Jonathan Tritter, Chief Executive of the NHS Centre 
for Involvement.  Jonathan spoke about his personal vision to see an NHS “framed around the needs and 
expectations of the patient”. He saw the new LINks as bridges between local healthcare Trusts, Clinicians and 
patients.  Jonathan made the point strongly that not only should the patient  voice be listened to-  a phrase he 
implied was in danger of becoming a platitude -  but patients  must be sure their  voice is  taken notice of and acted 
upon.  Dr Jane Martin from the Centre for Public Scrutiny,  Neil Betteridge CE of Arthritis Care and Paul Siddall , an  
NHS  Involvement Facilitator from Manchester   spoke about their attempts to get meaningful patient involvement in 
the NHS. 

 

At Birmingham, I met  some committed  and extremely knowledgeable people and it has given me an insight into a 
wider area of patient involvement.  I hope that I managed to get over my opinion that the work of the Cancer Network 
Patient Groups need greater recognition and I hope to be able to play a role in that process.

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Cornwall Macmillan GP Facilitators 

The Macmillan GP Facilitators in Cornwall have had 
another busy year.  Working with the Macmillan 
nurses and the West of Cornwall Palliative Care 
Team Doctors; Jonny Rae, Mike Corbett, Loman 
Fitzgerald and Roger Peppiatt have successfully 
introduced the Gold Standards Framework and the 
Liverpool Care Pathway to over 75% of community 
hospitals, GP practices and district nursing teams 
across Cornwall. 

 

They held a successful workshop earlier in the year 
working with everyone who contributes to the 
Liverpool Care Pathway to update the paperwork, 
and there is now a single document in use across all 
settings in Cornwall.  A major feat as initially there 
were three PCTs and locally produced documents. 

 

Another exciting innovation, led by Dr Roger 
Peppiatt, is the introduction of „Just in Case‟ Boxes 
currently being piloted in central Cornwall.  These 
boxes hold the most commonly used drugs for end 
of life care, and can be prescribed by the patient‟s 
GP and left in the house for use at any time should 
the need arise.  This means the patient will get the 
drugs they need sooner, and they can be 

administered by any trained professional who is 
visiting whether out of hours or during the normal 
working day.  Subject to a successful pilot the GP 
facilitators hope to extend the use of these boxes 
across all areas of Cornwall early in the new year. 

Also coming up 2008 are two training sessions 
aimed specifically at GPs across Cornwall.  The 
subject will be the Mental Capacity Act and, as Dr 
Jonnie Rae says, “we need to be using this now, do 
we know enough about it?”  The sessions are half 
day and will be held in Liskeard and Camborne on 
dates to be agreed in February. 

Cornwall‟s four Macmillan GP Facilitators roles are 
due to end in May 2008.  The work they have done 
in introducing and supporting the introduction of the 
End of Life Programme to healthcare professionals 
in Cornwall has been invaluable and is hugely 

appreciated.

Macmillan Patient Information Manager 
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The End of Life workshop on 18 October was a 
landmark for the Cancer Network setting out the 
„Aspirational Strategy for End of Life Care‟ in the 
South West Peninsula for the next 3-5 years.  

 

Despite the postponement of the new national End 
of Life strategy until spring 2008 the health 
communities have gone forward with the PCT 
Baseline reviews of End of Life Care and used this 
to inform a multi-professional day held in Plymouth 
to shape the future direction and identify priorities.  

 

The event brought together 94 delegates and 
included presentations on the national situation, 
activity in Network groups to improve care against 
national standards and listening to the 
perspectives from patient user groups themselves. 
In addition the impact of new legislation on 
Advanced Care Planning and Supportive Care 
Pathways were debated. Education of 
professionals, the public and organisations was 
seen to be fundamental and difficult in the current 
financially constrained climate. Therefore support 
from the pharmaceutical industry sponsors to run 
the event was highly valued. 

 

Group work resulted in the Peninsula health 
communities using baseline data and evidence 
from the workshop to shape priorities for Local 
Development Plan and Local Area Agreements 
with local authorities. 

 

Evaluation of the day revealed most attendees had 
found it excellent. There was strong agreement 
that the aim of the future strategy should be to 
„improve care to the level of the best in the 
Peninsula, with a combined health and social care 
approach‟. The South West Peninsula should 
adopt a campaign to Live Well to the End of Life in 
2008. The NHS South West SHA will be 
supporting the taking forward of some of this work. 

 

Top priorities for improvement and action were 

identified as: 

 

  Roll out of the GSF in general practice 

 and quality monitoring of this process 

  Roll out of the Liverpool Care Pathway 
 to all health care arenas including 

 Nursing and Residential Homes 

  Reviewing Out of Hours Services and 
 seeking to implement 24/7 access to 
 Community Nursing and Domiciliary 

 Support 

  Use of the Network Supportive Care 

 Pathway in all care settings 

  Holistic Assessment and Hand Held 

 Records 

  Advanced Care Plans and Treatment 
 Escalation plans necessary for planning 

 care packages and hospital avoidance 

  Review and Improvement in 
 Psychological Support Services linking 
 acute care with community Mental 
 Health teams, use of Talking Therapies 

 (CBT), counselling 

  Bringing together activity between 
 Clinical Networks for Renal, CHD, 
 Stroke, Long  Term Conditions, 
 Dementia to create synergy and joint
